How to locate a computer’s MAC address

With Windows 7:

1.
Go to START at bottom left of the computer screen.

2.
Go “search programs and files.”

3.
Type “cmd” and hit ENTER.

4.
After the “x:\” type “ipconfig /all” and hit ENTER.

5.
Look for the MAC address or Physical Address of the wireless LAN adaptor.  It appears in the following format:  00:0a:00:a0: a0: aa.  
With Windows XP:

1.
Go to START at bottom left of the computer screen.

2.
Select RUN.

3.
Type “cmd” and hit OK.

4.
After the “x:\” type “ipconfig /all” and hit ENTER.

5.
Look for the MAC address or Physical Address.  It appears in the following format:  00:0a:00:a0: a0: aa.  
With Macintosh:

1.
Go to the apple icon at the top left of the computer screen.

2.
Select ABOUT THIS MAC.

3.
Select MORE INFO.

4.
Select NETWORK.

5.
Look for the MAC address.  It appears in the following format:  00:0a:00:a0: a0: aa.
